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DEFINITIONS 
 
The following are definitions for terms used in these Operating Conditions. Refer to the definitions in the 
Road Traffic Act 1974 and any subsidiary legislation to this Act for the meanings of any terms not defined in 
this section. If a definition in the Road Traffic Act 1974 or the subsidiary legislation conflicts with a definition 
in this section, the definition in this section prevails for the purpose of these Operating Conditions. 
 
“Daylight hours” means those hours between sunrise and sunset.  The Perth Observatory determines the 
specific times for sunrise and sunset.  Sunrise and sunset times can be obtained for a specific location on 
the Perth Observatory website at www.wa.gov.au/perthobs (for Perth Times only), by contacting the Perth 
Observatory on (08) 9293 8255, or on the Geoscience Australia website at 
www.ga.gov.au/geodesy/astro/sunrise.jsp  

 
“Platform Trailer”: means a single gooseneck trailer, or a gooseneck trailer made up of two or more 

separate trailer sections connected to each other, that functions as a vehicle platform 

designed to transport a large indivisible item, and that has steerable axles.  But does not 

include trailers connected to the towing vehicle by means of a draw bar or bolt on gooseneck. 

All axles must be fitted with eight wheels. 

 
“Local Government road”: means a road with an identification number that does not include the letter H or 

M. 
 

“Main road”: means a road with an identification number that begins with the letter H or M. 

 
“Posted Speed Limit”: means the speed limit in kilometres per hour that is indicated by the numerals on the 
speed limit sign, at the beginning of the speed zone, or 50 kilometres per hour in the absence of a speed 
limit sign in a built-up area. 
 

“Prime Mover”: means a motor vehicle built to tow a semi trailer, but does not include a prime mover fitted 

with a multibody or block for use as a block truck and does not include a Truck. 
 
“RAV”: means Restricted Access Vehicle and for the purpose of these Operating Conditions means a 
vehicle combination referred to in the table under Clause 1.1, to which the ñPlatform Trailer Relocation 
Period Permit” applies.

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“Tri Drive”: means a motor vehicle incorporating three axles in the drive axle group; the drive forces may be 
transmitted through two of the axles in the drive axle group (tridem), or all three axles, in either equal or 
unequal torque sharing configurations. 

 

“Accredited Pilot” means an Authorised Person who has successfully completed a training course in the 

pilotage of oversize vehicles, being a course that is: 

 

(a) Provided by a person registered by the Training Accreditation Council as a training provider under section 

27(1) (a) of the Vocational Education and Training Act 1996; and 

 

(b) Accredited by that Council under section 27(1) (b) of that Act.

2. APPROVED AXLE CONFIGURATION   
 
The axles shown in tables 1.1.1 and 1.1.2 under Clause 1, ñApplication”, are colour coded to indicate the 
number of axles allowable for that category of vehicle, as shown below:

2.1 A RAV operating under the “Platform Trailer Relocation Period Permit” must not have more than 

the number of axles indicated for the vehicle combination in the tables under Clause 1.1. 
 
2.2        Optional axles are those axles, which may be raised, and are limited to the first two lines on nine, ten 

and eleven line platform trailers. 
 
 
 

3. MASS LIMITS 
 
A RAV operating under the “Platform Trailer Relocation Period Permit” must not exceed: 
 

a) The maximum gross mass indicated for the particular vehicle combination in column 3 of the 
tables under Clause 1.1; and 

b) The maximum mass allowed per line on the platform as indicated in column 4 of the tables under 
clause 1.1. 

 

 
4. DIMENSION LIMITS 
 
4.1 A RAV operating under the “Platform Trailer Relocation Period Permit” must not exceed the 

maximum length indicated for the particular vehicle combination in the tables under Clause 1.1. 
 
4.2        A RAV operating under the ñPlatform Trailer Relocation Period Permitò must not exceed the 

maximum width indicated for the particular vehicle combination in the tables under Clause 1.1. and;  
 
4.3        The Platform Trailer must be reduced to the smallest practical dimension, i.e. extendable platform 

trailers must be closed up. 
 
 

5. APPROVED ROADS 
 

6.1 A ñCategory of RAV, as shown in the tables under Clause 1.1, must not operate on any road that is 
not listed in the Network of Permitted Roads issued with and forming part of the permit 

  
6.2        Before operating on a road in the Network of Permitted Roads, the driver of the vehicle must be 
aware of any conditions related to the road.  The conditions for each road are contained next to the road in 
the road table or incorporated into individual HH Route maps.  The operator must ensure that the driver is 
aware of any conditions for each road before commencing travel. 
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6. SPEED RESTRICTIONS 
 
RAVs travelling on a Main Roads road or a Local Government road must not travel at a speed that exceeds: 

a) the maximum speed (if any) specified as a condition in relation to the road in the table of permitted 
roads that applies to the vehicle combination; or 

b) if no maximum speed is specified as a condition in relation to a Local Government road in the 
applicable table - the speed must not exceed 10 km/h lower than the posted speed limit for that road 
where that speed is greater than 60 km/h. 

 
 

7. CURFEWS 
 
7.1       A vehicle or load greater than 2.5m in width must not travel in the metropolitan area during the 
following peak traffic periods: 

 
       Monday to Friday (public holidays exempt)              7.30 am to 9.00 am 

         4.30 pm to 6.00 pm.

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11.  DAYLIGHT USE

A vehicle operating under the ñPlatform Trailer Relocation Period Permitò may transport certain items that 
are not considered a large indivisible load; the following may be transported to or from a laden move, (a 
laden move is one where a large indivisible item is being transported): 
 
12.1  One Pilot/Escort vehicle. 
 
12.2  Tools and equipment essential for the loading and securing of a large indivisible item. 
 
12.3  A gooseneck dolly, providing the combination does not include a gooseneck dolly utilised as part of the 
vehicle configuration. 
 
12.4  All items carried must be contained within the confines of the trailer; load projection of any kind is not 
permitted.
